The Israel Philharmonic Orchestra, founded in 1936 by
violinist Bronislaw Huberman, is today considered to be
“one of the world’s greatest orchestras” and “Israel’s
most treasured cultural asset.” It is also cne of the
world’s busiest orchestras, presenting some 210 concerts
annually in its fully-subscribed series, special concerts
and occasional opera performances. The IPO appears
regularly in Israel’s major urban centers and in special
concerts in all parts of the country, from the Golan
Heights in the north to Ophira (Sharm-E-Sheikh) in the
south. Frequent international tours have taken it to
most parts of the world. Since its inauguration under the
baton of the unforgettable Arturo Toscanini, the IPO
has performed with virtually all of the world’s greatest
conductors and soloists. At the same time it has done
much to develop and encourage local talent. Many
internationally renowned conductors and soloists who
hail from Israel first drew attention when they appeared
with the IPO, and more than half of the Orchestra’s 110
members were born and/or trained in Israel. The IPO is
also active in the furthering of future cadres of musicians
by presenting Young Musicians’ Debut Concerts and by
co-sponsoring with the Rubin Academy of Music in Tel
Aviv a Junior Philharmonic Orchestra. In order to help
educate future generations of music lovers, the IPO
caters especially to younger audiences in special Youth
Concerts. Other functions of national importance are the
many concerts for Israel’s armed forces, presented even
in times of war at frontier outposts, and the goodwill
and fund-raising tours abroad, undertaken whenever
such a need arises. The Orchestra has many historic
“firsts”” to its credit, including many world premieres of
works by Israeli composers, and the first concerts ever to
be played in Beer-Sheba (1948), Bethlehem (1968),
Ophira (1973) and ““The Good Fence’’ (1977) among
others. The IPO is supported in part by the America-
Israel Cultural Foundation and by organizations of
Friends of the IPO in various countries. In 1968 Maestro
Zubin Mehta was appointed as Music Adviser, and his
dynamic leadership has contributed much to the IPO’s
evergrowing stature as “‘one of the finest musical insti-
tutions anywhere in our world today.” The IPO has also
made many records for major companies.

SULTAN'’S POOL

Originally known as the “Serpents’ Pool,” the Sultan’s
Pool was dug when Herod ruled over Israel, during the
Second Temple Period. It was first restored by the
Crusaders and again, in 1398, during the reign of the
Mameluke Sultan idh-Dahr Barquq. In 1538 repairs were
made yet again by the Turkish Sultan Suleiman the
Magnificent, hence its present name. From then on it lay
neglected and in ruins until about five years ago, when
the Jerusalem Foundation began to restore it.

The pool is part of the Jan Mitchell Garden, which
sprawls below the Yemin Moshe quarter and which is, in
turn, part of the network of parks and gardens that
make up the Jerusalem Gardens National Park surround-
ing the Old City walls.

In an effort to cultivate a unique artistic character in this
area — which lies between the new city and the old —
the Jerusalem Foundation has renovated several old
buildings in the past few years and given them new
content. Among these institutions are the Jerusalem
Khan, Mishkenot Sha'ananim, and the Jerusalem Music
Center, which was established at the initiative of Isaac
Stern. The Foundation is also in the process of creating
the Jerusalem Cinematheque and the Municipal Youth
Orchestra building

In the immediate vicinity of the pool are the Khutsot
Hayotzer crafts workshops where the Jerusalem Artists’
Fair takes place every year.

Tonight, the music of the 30th anniversary concert will
be heard from the Sultan’s Pool.

Mstislav Rostropovich

"cellist

Acclaimed by audiences and critics as one of the greatest
‘cellists and conductors of our day. He has, of course, given
many memorable performances as ‘cellist, including his pre-
vious IPO appearance in 1965, and there is not a corner of the
‘cello literature which he has not explored and conquered. In
July 1965, Rostropovich added another major achievement in
nine concerts at the Royal Festival Hall in London. He per-
formed almost the entire library for ‘cello and orchestra — 32
works by 25 composers — an unprecedented feat. The stan-
dard ‘cello repertoire has been eniarged and enriched by many
composers such as Britten, Shostakovich, Prokofiev,
Khachaturian, Kabalevsky and Foss, who have been eager to
dedicate their works to him.

Isaac Stern

violinist

Isaac Stern, one of the master violinists of our time, is also one
of the busiest celebrities: in addition to his devoted work for
the America-Israel Cultural Foundation, the National Arts
Council of the United States and his interest in young talent,
he has also undertaken, as-ose of the directors of “Mishkenot
Shaananim”’, to develop the Jerusalem Music Centc  Born in

Kremenetz, Russia, he was brought by his parents to San
Francisco as an infant. He received his musical education in

Rostropovich, the son and grandson of distinguished ‘cellists,
was born in Baku, Azerbaijan, in March 1927. At four he
began the study of the piano with his mother and shortly
thereafter began ‘cello studies with his father. He continued
under his father at the Central Music School in Moscow before
continuing at the Moscow Conservatoire, making his debut in
1942. In 1955, he married the leading soprano of the Bolshoi
Opera, Galina Vishnevskaya. He found that his pianistic
abilities proved of considerable value and it was not long
before the names of Vishnevskaya and Rostropovich became
linked together to represent one of the world’s finest and most
celebrated partnerships. Rostropovich has made many out-
standing recordings with great artists, including Benjamin
Britten, Oistrakh, Richter, Karajan, Szell, Ormandy, etc. As
conductor, too, Maestro Rostropovich has won great acclaim.
The “New York Times wrote of him:“His conducting is like
his "cello playing. He is very flexible in tempo, highly colored,
totally romantic in conception.”

the United States and made his professional debut with the
San Francisco Symphony when he was only 15. Over the next
decade he advanced to the front rank of contemporary violin-
ists. Recently the London “Times' said of him: ““He belongs
to the great company of virtuosi around whose names legends
have grown in the course of history.”” Mr. Stern is, of course,
well known to audiences in Israel, from his many previous
appearances in lIsrael from his many previous appearances
were with the IPO and from his widespread activities in many
fields in aid of Israel and of young musicians. Among the
many honors awarded him are Honorary Doctorates from Yale
University and from the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.




The frenzied excitement of Leontyne Price’s brilliant and vital
debut as Leonora in Il Trovatore... and the 42 minute
ovation given her ... the most prolorged demonstration of
enthusiasm ever witnessed at the opera house . . . is now writ-
ten in the annals of Metropolitan Opera history.

The world famed American soprano, who in her first year at
the Metropolitan Opera was presented in seven different roles,
has been awarded unprecedented and continuing accolades,
crowning her “Prima Donna Assoluta’ of the international
music world . . .

The career of the incomparable Leontyne Price began in
Laurel, Mississippi, where she was born. She was giving con-
certs on a doll piano at the age of 3, and by 5 had traded the
family Victrola for her first piano lessons. Although her beau-
tiful voice had graced Laurel’s civic and church programs, it
was in college glee club that it was recognized as a great gift
and she was encouraged to follow a singing career and she was
awarded a scholarship to the Juilliard School of Music in New
York.

From this point, her career and meteoric rise to the top of her
profession are unique. Miss Price established precedents with
premieres of the works of such composers as Stravinsky,
Barber, Harrison and La Montaine. Her Town Hall debut
recital at which she premiered Samuel Barber’s, ‘“Hermit
Songs’’ with the composer at the piano, was hailed by an
enthusiastic press. They detected ““a Goddess performing
among us.”

Appearances with the Boston Symphony, Philadelphia Orches-
tra and the New York Philharmonic, a US Department of

Jean-Pierre Rampal, the renowned French flutist, is familiar to
Israel audiences from his frequent appearances here, but this is
his first appearance with the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra.
Born in Marseilles, he began his musical education there with
his father, a professor at the local conservatory. Later he
studied at the National Conservatory in Paris, graduating with
a First Prize. His career spread first throughout Europe, and
then to the Americas and the Far East, earning him a world-
wide reputation equal to that of famed pianists and violinists.
He appeared in recitals and as soloist with major orchestras,
and also founded the Paris Baroque Ensemble and the French
Wind Quintet, with whom he appeared at all the major music
festivals. Jean-Pierre Rampal is a professor at the National
Conservatory of Music in Paris. His musical and virtuosic

State (ANTA) tour to India, San Francisco Symphony and San
Francisco Opera engagements quickly followed. Another very
important step in her career occurred when Miss Price was
taken by her manager, the late Andre Mertens, to sing at
Carnegie Hall for Herbert von Karajan who instantly invited
her to the Vienna State Opera.

In the first seven operas in which she was presented at the
Metropolitan (// Trovatore, Aida, Madama Butterfly, Don
Giovanni, Girl of the Golden West, Tosca, Turandot) her talent
and virtuosity inspired all who saw and heard her to descrip-
tive flights: "She is the Stradivarius of singers,”” Schonberg,
‘New York Times”. . . and ““Sustaining all the performances was
the voice, unfurling like a bright banner from the st and
through the Opera House,”” Time.

R

achievements again endowed his instrument with the popu-
larity it enjoyed in the 18th century. Through his research,
unknown works for the flute were published and played again,
and he inspired contemporary composers like Poulenc and
Jolivet to write works for him. Jean-Pierre Rampal’s many
records, mainly of Baroque and contemporary works, won
many prizes, including those of the “Académie Charles Cros,”
“Académie du Disque Francais” and the Edison Award of
1969.




Zubin Mehta

conductor

Zubin Mehta, indisputably one of the greatest conductors of
our time, is the Music Director of both the Israel Philharmonic
Orchestra, and the NY Philharmonic. He also frequently
appears as guest with all the major orchestras, opera houses
and festivals of the music world. His connections with Israel
are evident not only in his frequent regular appearances with
the IPO, but in his unscheduled visits and identification in
times of trouble, and war. He began his music studies in his

Itzhak Perlman

violinist

Itzhak Perlman is one of the growing roster of Israeli artists
who have rightly joined the ranks of the world’s foremost
musicians. Born in Tel Aviv in 1945, he began his studies when
he was five years old with Rivka Goldart at the “’Shulamith’’
conservatory and later at the Tel Aviv Academy of Music.
While studying, he appeared frequently in Israel, and at the age
of 13 he was chosen to appear on Ed Sullivan’s coast-to-coast
TV program in the US. Following this he decided to study

native India with his father, and in his youth conducted con-
certos played by his father. Later he studied at the Vienna
Music Academy, and also conducted the Musikverein Orches-
tra there. When he won the first prize at the Liverpool Inter-
national Conductors Competition, his career began in earnest.
He was the youngest conductor ever to lead the Vienna and
Berlin Philharmonics. He first appeared with the IPO when he
was 25, and has regularly returned to it ever since then. In
1969, he was appointed as the IPO’s Music Adviser. He also
served as music director of the Montreal Symphony in Canada,
and from 1962 until 1977 he was Music Director of the Los
Angeles Philharmonic Orchestra. He was awarded many dis-
tinctions, including India’s prestigious “Order of the Lotus'‘and
many honorary doctorates, including one from Tel Aviv
University in 1974. His myriad recordings also include many
made with the IPO.

in New York and was admitted to the Juilliard School of
Music, where he studied with lvan Galamian and Dorothy
Delay on scholarships from the America-Israel Cultural Foun-
dation and Juilliard. In 1963 he made his major debut at
Carnegie Hall and in the following year he won the coveted
Leventritt Award, which catapulted him to a truly inter-
national career. Since then he has appeared throughout the
US, Europe and the Far East in recitals, in chamber music and
as soloist with most of the world’s major orchestras, as well as
making many recordings. He regularly returns to lIsrael for
appearances with the IPO.
